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Dr. William Grossman knew at a young
age he wanted to be in the field of
research.  At a family Christmas

gathering not too long ago in hometown
Hastings, Minnesota, his mother dug up
memorabilia on all the Grossman children.
One of the papers she found was 7-year old
William’s, and on it was the question, “What
do you want to be when you grow up?”  His
answer – “Medical Scientist.”

“I’m not sure I even knew what that meant
at the time,” said Dr. Grossman, the newest
addition and at age 35 probably the
youngest researcher at the Midwest
Children’s Cancer Center.  “Somewhere
along the line I got the research bug and I
kept pursuing it.”

Dr. Grossman arrived in Milwaukee last fall
following 14 years of study and training at
Washington University in St. Louis, where
he obtained both an M.D. and Ph.D. in
Immunology.  He also completed his
residency and fellowship in pediatric
hematology/oncology/bone marrow
transplantation at St. Louis Children’s
Hospital.  His research interests deal with
how cells of the immune system are
controlled.  

There are different cells in the immune
system call ‘natural killer’ cells, or NK cells,
that use a group of proteins to poke holes
into cells and kill them.  “It was recognized
early on that NK cells used this pathway to
kill cells infected with viruses.  We soon
realized that this group of killing molecules
was also critical in recognizing and killing
tumor cells.” 

One of the ‘Big Black Boxes’ of immunology
has been in understanding how the immune
system controls its responses, whether it be
to viral infected cells, tumor cells, or in
clinical settings such as bone marrow
transplantation.  Dr. Grossman described
that one of the big discoveries in
immunology that helped explain how the
immune system controls itself was the
discovery of another type of immune cell
called a T-regulatory cell.  These cells were

discovered about 20 years ago, and since
then it has become clear that these cells are
critical in controlling almost all types of
immune responses.  

However, Dr. Grossman states that despite
recognizing the importance of T-regulatory
cells in controlling immune responses, the
mechanism(s) of how they do this has been
elusive.  That’s when Dr. Grossman, along
with another colleague at Washington
University, Dr. James Verbsky, asked whether
or not T-regulatory cells might control
immune responses by killing other immune
cells, similar to how NK cells kill tumor cells. 

“To our amazement, we found that the same
pathway used by NK cells to kill viral cells

and tumor cells is also used by T-regulatory
cells to kill responding immune cells.”  “We
believe our discovery helps to explain how
the immune system controls itself, and helps
to explain at least one mechanism of how T-
regulatory cells function.  In addition, it
helps to explain what happens in certain
human diseases, such as hemophagocytic
lymphohistiocytosis.”  

T-regulatory cells have also been shown in
mouse models to be important in controlling
some of the bad side effects of transplanta-
tions, such as graft vs. host disease – one of
the major killers in bone marrow transplant
patients.  

“We are now interested in how we can
expand these cells in culture from a person
undergoing a bone marrow transplant, and
then by re-infusing these cells, help control
graft vs. host disease and kill residual tumor
cells.  But first we must better understand
how these different pathways are used by
the different immune system cells.”  

Dr. Grossman devotes 80 percent of his time
to research.  The rest of his time is spent
clinically, as a member of the bone marrow
transplant team, comprised of Drs. David
Margolis, Julie Talano and Mary Eapen. He
recently helped start a new primary
immunodeficiency clinic.

He and his wife of 15 years, Kristen, along
with their three young children, with their
fourth due this summer, were looking for an
opportunity to get back to the upper
Midwest to be closer to their families.   

“I knew the center here was a top-rate,
academic institution,” said Dr. Grossman.  
“I saw the drive and commitment of Dr.
Casper and Dr. Kliegman, and their desire to
build up the research program here.”

He was brought on board the research team in Milwaukee, despite
his affinity to the Minnesota Vikings and the baseball Twins.
Speaking of baseball, Dr. Grossman once had a pretty good
throwing arm and was drafted out of high school to play Single A.
Unfortunately, the team that recruited him viewed him more as a
right fielder than a pitcher.  It was soon after, to the chagrin of both
William and his father, his longtime coach, that he traded in the
glove to devote more time to the microscope.

“When I came here I was really impressed,” said Dr. Grossman.“The
transplant team is definitely one of the best in the country.

From a clinical standpoint, Dr. Grossman was also attracted here by
the center’s research and reputation in transplantation for particular
diseases, specifically immune deficiency diseases.

“It’s hard to beat this group here.  No one comes close to the results
they’ve had in ‘half-match’ or haploidentical transplantation in the
pediatric field.”

In comparing advances in his field of study, Dr. Grossman notes that
10 years ago researchers were still learning the science behind
transplantations and tumor biology.  

“Today, we’re really trying to apply that knowledge.  But it will be
another five to 10 years to really be able to manipulate the immune
responses, and better understand the immune system requirements
between donors and their recipients.”

As an academic researcher, Dr. Grossman tries to view his work in
the big context.  How this particular pathway is applied to the
bigger picture and does it fit into graft vs. host disease?  How does
it fit into killing tumor cells?  How does it fit into controlling both at
the same time? 

“That’s one of the dilemmas in transplantation.  We want to
promote the ability of the transplanted bone marrow cells to
recognize and kill all the residual tumor cells that are left in the
body, a process called graft-vs.-leukemia.  

“But at the same time, we want to minimize these transplanted cells
from killing off normal donor tissue, which is a potentially lethal
consequence of bone marrow transplantation called graft-vs.-host
disease.  So for me, it’s the challenge of trying to dissect out those
pathways, try to manipulate them in the lab and then someday put
them into use on the clinical side.

For the relatively young Dr. Grossman, it can be a slow, frustrating
process.

“The training’s been long – 14 years – and even though I feel
fortunate to have accomplished what I have so far, you feel like
you’re just starting off.  The old adage ‘the more you know the more
your realize the less you know’ is certainly true in science.”

Dr. Grossman credits the MACC Fund as another very positive
reason in his coming here.

“Having the MACC Fund support research projects – especially at a
time when federal funding is in a downturn – is absolutely critical.

Numbers tell quite a story

The MACC Fund has been dedicated to raising funds for pediatric cancer research since 1976. For the 28
years through December 2004, the total amount raised by the MACC Fund for the fight against childhood
cancer is about $35.5 million.  

Projected research disbursements will bring the total contributed by fiscal year-end through December, the
29th year of the MACC Fund, to $25 million.  Of this amount, $23 million has been contributed to the
primary beneficiary of MACC Fund support, the Midwest Children’s Cancer Center of the Medical College of
Wisconsin with research conducted in the College’s six-story MACC Fund Research Center.  

In addition, $1,760,000 has been contributed to the University of Wisconsin Comprehensive Cancer Center in
Madison since 1985.  The balance has been contributed to other pediatric cancer research endeavors. The
MACC Fund’s endowed research fund totals about $6.1 million.

During the history of the MACC Fund, the overall cure rate has risen to 75%. The average cost of the fund-
raising and administrative expenses is 18%.  This percentage is well-regarded nationally, especially in light of
the special event fundraising that has comprised the majority of the MACC Fund’s efforts.  

These numbers add up to an impressive Gift of Hope for children with cancer thanks to the generosity of tens
of thousands of caring donors and hundreds of generous sponsors.
